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THE UNIVERSITY CHARTER

The origins of Southern Illinois University Carbondale
date to "An Act to Establish and Maintain the
Southern lllinois Normal University” approved by
the Illinois General Assembly on March 9, 1869.

The act defined the new university's purpose as "to
qualify teachers for the common schools of this
state by imparting instruction in the art of teaching
in all branches of study which pertain to a common
school education in the elements of the natural
sciences including agricultural chemistry, animal
and vegetable physiology, in the fundamental laws
of the United States and of the State of llinois in
regard to the rights and duties of citizens and such
other studies as the board of education may from
time to time prescribe.”

Itincluded provisions for appointment of a Board of
Trustees. One of the board's first orders of business
under the act would be to “advertise for proposals
from localities desiring to secure the location of
said Normal University." The act required the board
to "locate the institution at such point, as shall, all
things considered, offer the most advantageous
conditions. The land shall be selected south of the
Railroad, or within six miles north of said road,

passing from St. Louis to Terre Haute known as
the Alton and Terre Haute railroad, with a view
of obtaining a good supply of water and other
conveniences for the use of the institution.”

Class of 1897

The act defines how buildings would be constructed,
as well as procedures for selecting students. It
assigned a budget of $75,000 for construction of
buildings and for furnishings.

The University Charter currently displayed in Anthony
Hall was bound by alumna Wendy Hale Davis, a
bookbinder, artist and musician in Austin, Texas.

The inspirational message on the next page is displayed, along with the charter, during Commencement exercises.
This message was written by the late Charles D.Tenney, SIU professor and Distinguished Service Award recipient.
The message is displayed on the south wall of Morris Library's Hall of Presidents and Chancellors, and has a

special place in the hearts of our students and alumni.

The list of graduates in this program is not intended to be an official certification of the completion
of a degree. The diploma of Southern lllinois University Carbondale or an official transcript, signed
by the appropriate officials, is the official record of graduation. This program includes only May 2023
graduates. August and December 2023 graduates will be included in the program for the December
Commencement exercises.
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CEREMONIAL MACE

The ceremonial mace, a decorated staff carried in
the commencement procession, is a symbol within
a symbol. It denotes the right of the university
administration to confer degrees on its graduates.

The presence of a mace in ceremonial processions
dates to the Middle Ages. The earliest maces were
practical items, carried by sergeants-at-arms as part
of the royal bodyguards’ means of protecting the
king and as a symbol of his authority. In time, the
mace was adapted to civic use and represented
leadership. No longer a weapon, the mace became
awork of art, decorated with precious metals and
often bearing the seal of the city or university it
represented.

Universities began incorporating a mace into
their ceremonies as early as the 15th century. In
the United States, most universities continue the
tradition and incorporate a ceremonial mace into
commencement exercises.

At SIU, the mace is very much a product of the
university as well as representative of it. Professor
Richard Smith, blacksmith and faculty member in
the School of Art and Design, was commissioned
to create a mace to debut in 2013. He turned to
professor emeritus Richard Mawdsley, silversmith,
to complete the project. He also enlisted the
assistance of alumna Erin Dixon; assistant professor
Sun Kyoung Kim; graduate student Patrick Quinn;
and undergraduate students Timothy Schaeffer
and Daniel Widolff - all from the School of Art and
Design.

The mace, constructed of Damascus steel and silver,
is 42 inches tall and 1% inches wide at its widest
point. Design elements incorporate architectural
references to Old Main - a campus building when
SIU was the brand-new Southern lllinois Normal
University, a teachers college, in 1874.Though

0Old Main was destroyed by fire in 1969, it holds

a special place in the collective memory of the
university.

ACADEMIC REGALIA

Academic regalia worn by faculty during commencement is based on attire from 12th- and 13th-century
universities. Academic dress and accoutrements of this type have been used in the United States since colonial
times. To maintain tradition and the conformity of academic symbols, little has changed in the symbolism
of pattern and color since the Middle Ages. In 1895 an intercollegiate commission in the United States
adopted a standardized code for the use of academic gowns, hoods and caps, which included regulating the
cut, style and materials of gowns. In addition, colors, which were to represent the different fields of learning,
were prescribed. Over the years, only minor revisions have been made to the code, which is followed by the
majority of colleges and universities in America, including Southern lllinois University Carbondale.

GOWNS

The bachelor's gown is a comparatively simple
style that falls in straight lines from an elaborate
yoke and has pointed sleeves. The master's gown
is similar to the bachelor's except for its peculiar
arrangement of the long sleeves with square
ends that hang below the elbow. The doctor's
gown is elaborate, full-cutand flowing, and is
distinguished by velvet panels down the front and
around the neck, and by three velvet bars on the
bell-shaped sleeves.

STOLE OF GRATITUDE

Southern lllinois University Carbondale has
incorporated the custom of the Stole of Gratitude
since the 2012 commencement ceremony. This
custom offers an opportunity for graduates to pay
thanks to anyone who has helped them attend
orexcel in college. This stole is worn during the
commencement ceremony or at another occasion
where a presentation is appropriate. After the
ceremony, the new graduate presents the Stole of
Gratitude to someone who provided extraordinary
help or support.



HOODS, CAPS, AND TASSELS

Historically, the academic hood was literally a garment to protect the wearer from foul weather. Today, it
is the identifying symbol of the degree, and the length indicates which degree it represents: 3 1/2 feet
for the master's and 4 feet for the doctoral degree. Hoods are lined with the official color of the college or
university conferring the degree, and the color of trimming identifies the major field of learning.

The mortarboard is the cap generally worn with academic regalia. A long tassel is fastened to the middle
point on the top of the cap. The tassel is usually the color appropriate to the subject. There is no general
rule on the position of the tassel on the mortarboard. However, numerous institutions have adopted a
practice of requiring candidates for degrees to wear the tassels on the right front side before degrees are
conferred, and to shift them to the left side when the degrees are awarded to them.

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HONORARY DEGREE
JOHN MILTON O'NEAL, JR.

Born in Mound City, lllinois, John M. O’Neal Jr. earned a BA degree
in English and Philosophy from Southern Illinois University in 1962,
where he also studied playwriting. With deep sentiment and strong
convictions about the nonviolent civil rights movements in the South,
0'Neal moved south shortly after graduation and became a field
secretary of the Student Nonviolent Coordination Committee (SNCC)
in Georgia, and then later in Mississippi. 0'Neal also served as the
committee chairman and coordinator for the Freedom School Program
of the Council of Federated Organizations' Freedom Summer in the
Mississippi project in 1964. 0'Neal along with fellow field secretaries
worked hard to develop a curriculum for the Freedom Schools, and

to found a theater that would serve as a political education and
empowerment tool for southern organizers.

After extensive contributions to SNCC, CORE, and other civil rights organizations, and as a result of his work as
a socially active student at Southern lllinois University, O'Neal co-founded the Free Southern Theater (FST) in
1963 as a cultural arm of SNCC. The FST drew support from the Black communities where it performed, and
from Black artists and writers around the country. FST moved to New Orleans in the mid 1960s and continued
its work for justice, spearheaded by John O'Neal. From this base the company toured across the rural South,
inspiring members of its racially integrated cast to become activists as well as artists. In 1980 he founded
Junebug Productions, a professional African American arts organization in New Orleans. In addition to the
theater work that he did in SNCC, he worked as a field director with SNCC and later worked as National Field
Program Director with the Committee for Racial Justice.

He has written 18 plays (including his Junebug Jabbo Jones cycle of plays); a musical comedy; many poems
both published and unpublished; short stories; and numerous published essays. He has performed and
worked in 49 of our 50 states, and in Canada, France, Scandinavia, Italy, England, and Australia. He has done
voice over work for television, numerous television and radio ads and promos, and has some minor film
credits.

0'Neal also created a story circle
methodology that became

a central part of Junebug
Productions' art making and
engagement work. Additionally
he shared this process
extensively around the country as
a tool for others, who then used
this methodology in their creative
and engagement work.

Some of O'Neal's awards and
honors include: Award of
Merit for the Association of
Performing Arts Presenters, the
United States Artists Award, two
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Ford Foundation Fellowships, Rockefeller Foundation Playwriting Fellowship, Louisiana Artists Fellowship
for playwriting, NEA playwriting fellowship, Leadership for a Changing World Fellowship, Contemporary
Arts Center New Orleans SweetArts Community Arts Service Award, Mayor's Arts Award, City of New Orleans
Peaceful Liberator Award, Association of Performing Arts Presenters Community Arts Service Award, USArtists
Fellowship Award, Theater Communications Group - Visionary Leadership in Theater Award, Otto Castillo
Award for Political Theater, AETA Community Arts Award for Leadership in Community Based Art.

In 2013, John O'Neal retired as the Artistic Director of Junebug Productions, but the company still carries on
its work and mission in New Orleans.

The family of John M. O'Neal, Jr. will accept the honorary degree on his behalf in the 9 a.m. ceremony.

Tammera L. Holmes has served as President & CEO of AeroStar

Upon graduation, Webb began his career at Effingham/Clay Service
Company. He then seized an opportunity to manage the family farm for
five years before going to work for Archer Daniels Midland (ADM). He
worked in merchandising and Commercial Manager roles in locations
including South Carolina, Missouri, Kansas, lllinois, and Canada. For the
last 15 years, Webb has served as Vice President for State Government
Relations at ADM.

Webb works with elected officials and agency leads in lllinois and other states where ADM has presence.

He is committed to helping states to be good places to raise a family and grow jobs. He has been at the
"intersection of agriculture, manufacturing, economic development, and public policy for many years. He has
become a trusted voice for political leaders from both parties that are also interested in Illinois manufacturing
and agriculture” as was submitted in his nomination letter.

He works with government, businesses, and schools to help expand agriculture education at both the
collegiate level as well as in K-12 programs. He serves as Vice Chairman of lllinois Leadership Council for
Agricultural Education (ILCAE) and Chairman of the lllinois Manufacturers Association (IMA). He is also active
with the Future Farmers of America along with other national, state, and regional organizations. Webb is also
an active alumnus of Alpha Gamma Rho Fraternity - a social professional fraternity. He currently serves on
the fraternity’s National Board of Directors. Webb received the "Friend of ACES" Award from the College of
Agricultural, Consumer and Environmental Sciences at the University of lllinois in 2020.

Webb has shown a continued commitment to SIU Carbondale, including serving on the leadership board
for the College of Agricultural, Life and Physical Sciences, and having had the pleasure to serve on the SIU
Foundation Board of Directors since 2017. Webb met his wife Colleen while at SIU, and they have been
married for 43 years. They have three sons, two of whome also graduated from SIU.
