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THE UNIVERSITY CHARTER

The origins of Southern Illinois University Carbondale
date to "An Act to Establish and Maintain the
Southern lllinois Normal University” approved by
the Illinois General Assembly on March 9, 1869.

The act defined the new university's purpose as "to
qualify teachers for the common schools of this
state by imparting instruction in the art of teaching
in all branches of study which pertain to a common
school education in the elements of the natural
sciences including agricultural chemistry, animal
and vegetable physiology, in the fundamental laws
of the United States and of the State of llinois in
regard to the rights and duties of citizens and such
other studies as the board of education may from
time to time prescribe.”

Itincluded provisions for appointment of a Board of
Trustees. One of the board's first orders of business
under the act would be to “advertise for proposals
from localities desiring to secure the location of
said Normal University." The act required the board
to "locate the institution at such point, as shall, all
things considered, offer the most advantageous
conditions. The land shall be selected south of the
Railroad, or within six miles north of said road,

passing from St. Louis to Terre Haute known as
the Alton and Terre Haute railroad, with a view
of obtaining a good supply of water and other
conveniences for the use of the institution.”

Class of 1897

The act defines how buildings would be constructed,
as well as procedures for selecting students. It
assigned a budget of $75,000 for construction of
buildings and for furnishings.

The University Charter currently displayed in Anthony
Hall was bound by alumna Wendy Hale Davis, a
bookbinder, artist and musician in Austin, Texas.

The inspirational message on the next page is displayed, along with the charter, during Commencement exercises.
This message was written by the late Charles D.Tenney, SIU professor and Distinguished Service Award recipient.
The message is displayed on the south wall of Morris Library's Hall of Presidents and Chancellors, and has a

special place in the hearts of our students and alumni.

CEREMONIAL MACE

The ceremonial mace, a decorated staff carried in
the commencement procession, is a symbol within
a symbol. It denotes the right of the university
administration to confer degrees on its graduates.

The presence of a mace in ceremonial processions
dates to the Middle Ages. The earliest maces were
practical items, carried by sergeants-at-arms as part
of the royal bodyguards’ means of protecting the
king and as a symbol of his authority. In time, the
mace was adapted to civic use and represented
leadership. No longer a weapon, the mace became
awork of art, decorated with precious metals and
often bearing the seal of the city or university it
represented.

Universities began incorporating a mace into
their ceremonies as early as the 15th century. In
the United States, most universities continue the
tradition and incorporate a ceremonial mace into
commencement exercises.

At SIU, the mace is very much a product of the
university as well as representative of it. Professor
Richard Smith, blacksmith and faculty member in
the School of Art and Design, was commissioned
to create a mace to debut in 2013. He turned to
professor emeritus Richard Mawdsley, silversmith,
to complete the project. He also enlisted the
assistance of alumna Erin Dixon; assistant professor
Sun Kyoung Kim; graduate student Patrick Quinn;
and undergraduate students Timothy Schaeffer
and Daniel Widolff - all from the School of Art and
Design.

The mace, constructed of Damascus steel and silver,
is 42 inches tall and 1% inches wide at its widest
point. Design elements incorporate architectural
references to Old Main - a campus building when
SIU was the brand-new Southern lllinois Normal
University, a teachers college, in 1874.Though

0Old Main was destroyed by fire in 1969, it holds

a special place in the collective memory of the
university.

ACADEMIC REGALIA

Academic regalia worn by faculty during commencement is based on attire from 12th- and 13th-century
universities. Academic dress and accoutrements of this type have been used in the United States since colonial
times. To maintain tradition and the conformity of academic symbols, little has changed in the symbolism
of pattern and color since the Middle Ages. In 1895 an intercollegiate commission in the United States
adopted a standardized code for the use of academic gowns, hoods and caps, which included regulating the
cut, style and materials of gowns. In addition, colors, which were to represent the different fields of learning,
were prescribed. Over the years, only minor revisions have been made to the code, which is followed by the
majority of colleges and universities in America, including Southern lllinois University Carbondale.

GOWNS

The bachelor's gown is a comparatively simple
style that falls in straight lines from an elaborate
yoke and has pointed sleeves. The master's gown
is similar to the bachelor's except for its peculiar
arrangement of the long sleeves with square
ends that hang below the elbow. The doctor's
gown is elaborate, full-cutand flowing, and is
distinguished by velvet panels down the front and
around the neck, and by three velvet bars on the
bell-shaped sleeves.

STOLE OF GRATITUDE

Southern lllinois University Carbondale has
incorporated the custom of the Stole of Gratitude
since the 2012 commencement ceremony. This
custom offers an opportunity for graduates to pay
thanks to anyone who has helped them attend
orexcel in college. This stole is worn during the
commencement ceremony or at another occasion
where a presentation is appropriate. After the
ceremony, the new graduate presents the Stole of
Gratitude to someone who provided extraordinary
help or support.



HOODS, CAPS, AND TASSELS

Historically, the academic hood was literally a garment to protect the wearer from foul weather. Today, it
is the identifying symbol of the degree, and the length indicates which degree it represents: 3 1/2 feet
for the master's and 4 feet for the doctoral degree. Hoods are lined with the official color of the college or
university conferring the degree, and the color of trimming identifies the major field of learning.

The mortarboard is the cap generally worn with academic regalia. A long tassel is fastened to the middle
point on the top of the cap. The tassel is usually the color appropriate to the subject. There is no general
rule on the position of the tassel on the mortarboard. However, numerous institutions have adopted a
practice of requiring candidates for degrees to wear the tassels on the right front side before degrees are
conferred, and to shift them to the left side when the degrees are awarded to them.

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HONORARY DEGREE
CRYSTAL A. KUYKENDALL

Crystal A. Kuykendall is a gifted and gracious business executive,
motivational speaker, administrator, educator, attorney, and human
resource/human relations consultant. She has been lauded extensively
for her expertise in transforming lives while facilitating business,
institutional and organizational success, and her strategic planning
endeavors and promotion of student achievement.

Dr. Kuykendall came to Southern Illinois University Carbondale as
"Crystal Campbell," a 16-year-old high school graduate from Chicago
and the recipient of four scholarships. A very active undergraduate,

she was among 20 Learning Group Leaders employed by the Black
Studies department. She graduated from SIU in 1970, "ready for the
world!" She earned a Master of Arts degree in Sociology from Montclair
State University, and a doctorate in Educational Administration from
Clark-Atlanta University. She earned a Juris Doctorate from Georgetown
University Law Center, and a Master of Divinity degree from the Samuel Dewitt School of Theology at Virginia.
Author of the highly acclaimed best seller, From Rage to Hope: Strategies for Reclaiming Black and Hispanic
Students (2004), and five other research-driven educational books, she authored her explosive, educational
and awe-inspiring semi-autobiography, The Crystal Pumpkin, in June, 2023.

A member of the D.C. Bar Association, she is founder of the Kuykendall Company Law Firm, and, since 1989,
has been founder and president of Kreative and Innovative Resources for Kids (K.I.R.K.) She has provided
consulting services to over 2,000 clients in 49 states and on four continents, and she has received over 300
awards for her service. A former full-time professor at Seton Hall University, she has served as adjunct faculty
at Montclair State University, and currently at Strayer University. She has served on three corporate boards,
and, for 20 years, has been chair of board of directors of the Family Life Center Foundation in Washington,
D.C.

Dr. Kuykendall is a former executive director of the National Alliance of Black School Educators, director of the
National School Boards Association, Inc. Urban and Minority Relations, and director of the Citizens Training
Institute of the National Committee for Citizens in Education. A former public school teacher, she is also a life
member of the NAACP, NCNW and the Alpha Kappa Alpha Sorority, Inc. In 2002, she receiving a Doctor of
Humane Letters, honoris causa, from Lewis and Clark College. Former President Jimmy Carter appointed her
to the National Advisory Council on Continuing Education, where she served as Council Chairperson for two
years. Mother, mentor, volunteer, and social justice advocate, she continues to enrich the lives of thousands
as the ultimate "Merchant of Hope."

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HONORARY DEGREE
C. JAMES “JIMMY"” WRIGHT

Jimmy Wright, a Kentucky native born in 1944, embarked on a
transformative artistic journey that began in the heartland of America
and led him to the bustling streets of New York City. Since 1974, Wright
has called New York home, carving out a space for himself in the city's
vibrant art scene. His expansive studio on the Bowery serves as a
testament to his five decades of creative exploration.

Wright's early work chronicles his immersion in the subculture of the
gay community on the Lower East Side. Wright's later bodies of work
consist of series of captivating floral paintings and drawings, with
billowing forms and vibrant colors. Wright's artistic prowess has not
gone unnoticed, with his works finding homes in esteemed collections
such as the Whitney Museum of American Art, the Metropolitan
Museum of Art, and the Art Institute of Chicago, among others. His
contributions to the art world have been celebrated and revered,
solidifying his place as a prominent figure in contemporary American art.

Wright's artistic journey took a profound turn in the late '80s with a personal tragedy that would shape the
course of his work. The diagnosis of his life partner, Ken Nuzzo, with HIV/AIDS galvanized Wright to explore
new artistic directions. The resulting series of paintings, “Flowers for Ken," serve as a poignant tribute to their
shared experiences, marked by thickly applied paint and textured surfaces that reflect the emotional depth of
Wright's journey.

Wright's story extends far beyond the confines of his studio walls. It is a narrative woven through the fabric of
American history, from the LGBTQ+ activism of his early days while a student at the School of the Art Institute
of Chicago, to his impact right here at Southern Illinois University. Wright is the founder of the organization
known today as the Saluki Rainbow Network. His commitment to fostering inclusion and belonging led

him to serve as a mentor and advocate for fellow artists, leaving an indelible mark on the communities he
touched.

In addition to his artistic endeavors, Wright has played a pivotal role in
shaping the cultural landscape of New York City, serving as a beacon
of creativity and resilience in the face of adversity. His leadership

as president of the Pastel Society of America and his continued
involvement in arts education at the Ox-Bow School of Art underscore
his dedication to nurturing the next generation of artistic talent.

As Wright's legacy continues to unfold, it serves as a testament to the
power of art to transcend boundaries and inspire change. Through
his work, he invites us to reflect on the past, celebrate the present,
and imagine a brighter future filled with creativity, compassion, and
community.

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DISTINGUISHED SERVICE AWARD
LARRY DIETZ

Larry Dietz is a true native of Southern lllinois. Born in Murphysboro,
he grew up on a dairy farm near DeSoto, and graduated from
Carbondale Community High School before becoming an alumnus of
Southem lllinois University Carbondale - the starting point for his 50-
year career in higher education. His career has been rooted in service to
students, colleagues, and the community.

Dr. Dietz earned a bachelor's degree in political science from SIU in
1970. He earmed a master's degree in higher education and personnel,
and a doctorate in professional studies from lowa State University.

He held leadership positions at lowa State University for 13 years. He
had nearly a 15-year-career at the University of Missouri-Kansas City,
where he rose to Vice Chancellor for Student Affairs and Enrollment
Management.

He returned to SIU as Vice Chancellor of Student Affairs in 2000.

He provided leadership to SIU students by joining them in several of their projects, encouraging them

and interacting with them as a demonstration that university administrators respect student involvement
activities. Dr. Dietz was instrumental in launching construction of the Student Health Center, the SIU
apartments at Wall and Grand, and engaging student support for the Student Services building. A 2007
recipient of the Lindell Sturgis Memorial Public Service Award, Dietz has worked with public service and civic
organizations, including Boys and Girls Club of Carbondale, Rotary International, Leadership Carbondale, the
Carbondale Chamber of Commerce, Carbondale Convention and Tourism Bureau, and working with his wife,
Marlene, to establish the Inspiring Women program at SIU.

Dr. Dietz became Vice President for Student Affairs at Illinois State University in 2011, and was named the
university's president in 2014. Under his leadership, the university added and refined undergraduate and
graduate programs, including adding a new College of Engineering. Under his leadership, the university
stabilized its enrollment, increasing both retention and student diversity. He oversaw a fundraising campaign
that raised more then $181 million for the university. He retired from ISU in 2021.

Dr. Dietz continues his community service, including involvement with the Miller Park Zoo, Children's
Discovery Museum, the McLean County Museum of History, the American Red Cross, Easter Seals, the March
of Dimes, lllinois Symphony Orchestra, and Marcfirst Pediatric Therapy. Recently, he was inducted into

the Carbondale Community High School Hall of Fame. He and Marlene, recently received the Heartland
Community College President's Medallion.

Dr. Dietz' higher education service continues with his appointment as interim president of St. Cloud State
University, effective July 1, 2024.

DISTINGUISHED SERVICE AWARD
PAUL ECHOLS

Born in Cairo, lllinois, Paul E. Echols is a seventh
generation Southern lllinoisan. He has dedicated his life
in a 40-year career in public service as a law enforcement
officer and college educator. Echols is a 1981 graduate
of the Southern Illinois University Carbondale School of
Technical Careers, and a 2002 SIU graduate of the Master
of Public Administration program.

As an SIU student, he was a member of Saluki Patrol.
Immediately after graduating, he joined the Carbondale
Police Department. During his 28-year career with

the Carbondale Police Department, Echols began as a
patrol officer, then moved up to detective, sergeant, and lieutenant. His specialties included crime scene
investigation, latent print identification, and arson investigation. Echols was a CALEA-accreditation manager,
and patrol and investigations commander.

While he was still in training academy for the CPD, a fellow SIU student, Susan Schumake, was murdered
near campus. This murder went unsolved for decades - but Echols never forgot about it. As DNA-technology
improved, he re-submitted existing evidence. Improvements in the technology led to a DNA profile. Echols
dogged determination for justice led to a 2004 arrest and ultimately a conviction for Schumake's murderer.
Echols was the lead investigator.

That wasn't the only time Echols used technology to solve a cold case murder. In 2007, he reopened the
1982 case of murdered SIU student Deborah Sheppard. This investigation resulted in identifying serial killer
Timothy Krajcir as Sheppard's killer. SIU graduate Joyce Tharp was another of Krajcir's victims. Echols’ book,
In Cold Pursuit, chronicles his role in solving these murders. His book led to recognition of another injustice
—and a posthumous pardon for Grover Thompson, a man who died in prison for a crime committed by the
serial killer. The Illinois Innocence Project recognized Echols with a Defender of the Innocent award in 2018.

Echols began his teaching career as an adjunct criminal justice faculty at Shawnee College in 1991. He
moved into full-time teaching after he retired from law enforcement. He joined the SIU criminal justice
program in 2008. Altogether, he has taught for 20 years — with many of his students moving into criminal
justice careers partly because of his inspiration.

Echols has received numerous awards and commendations throughout his law enforcement and teaching
careers. He has presented his investigative experiences to police officers and forensic scientists across the
United States. Some of his successful cold-case investigations are features on international crime shows.
Using profits from his book and with donations, Echols established the Nine Angels Memorial Endowment.
The endowment funds an annual scholarship in SIU's Criminology and Criminal Justice program. Echols was

also instrumental in creating a scholarship for SIU Saluki Patrol officers — where his own career started
